French language study on aquatic life culminated 

in a weeklong sailing trip to Brittany. A unit on ancient Greece was supplemented by a visit to 

the Louvre museum to see the artifacts from the ancient civilization.

We leave Paris with a confidence that, having been grounded by their experience at the 

American School of Paris, both my children are well-prepared for their futures, no matter what 

is demanded of them.
